® The Fund returned 1.15% in January 2017, bringing its return for the last 12
months to 18.74%. As at 31 January 2017 the Fund was worth $33.14 billion.

The right-hand analysis breaks down the Fund as a whole by economic exposure, again, excluding
hedging instruments, as well as cash; collateral held to back derivative positions; and market neutral

investments (e.g. arbitrage trades or hedge funds).
